ERI – Window for public input now closed.  Dewberry Goodkind is in the process of completing their final writing. There are a couple of color issues such as changing the colors of the borders on certain maps.  Also the inclusion of street names for a point of reference should be included. There will be six copies inclusive of the one issued to the EEC. It will also appear on the City website.
Open Space Tax must be approved by the City Council to be put on the ballot for a vote.
Hydro MPG located in Midland Park, NJ and Utah would like to conduct a presentation regarding their product.  The HydroMPG system separates water’s molecular bond and the resulting mix of pure oxygen and pure hydrogen helps fuel your car on water.  Hydro is requesting guidance  as how to be placed on the preferred EPA list.  The EEC will not entertain their request as similar claims have been debunked. Also, this proposal would not save the City any money.
Both the Tree Ordinance, Commercial Garbage Collection compliance status and the Arbor Day Program will be discussed at the next meeting. 
There was discussion regarding an Environmental Commission program describing who we are, what we’ve done and what we are planning ahead in the early part of next year.
Going forward, the Mayor has requested that both the minutes and agenda for the EEC be posted on his website.   Minutes and agenda will be sent to Gerald Marion until it is decided who will be responsible.  There will also be other functionalities such as notifications and photo galleries.
